Dear Parents and Carers, 

We are looking forward to welcoming you into school at 2pm this Friday for our MANGO 
event. MANGO stands for, mums, aunties, nans, grans and other relatives.

Please arrive via the main office just before 2pm and come to the Junior hall to sign in and 
get a visitor sticker. There will be refreshments available in the hall whilst you wait. We will 
direct you from there when it is time to go to classes.  

Please can we remind you of the following to make the event run smoothly for everyone: 

●​ Please do not take photos or use your mobile phones to take calls. (If you really need 
to take a call, please come back to the reception area to do this, not in the corridors.) 

●​ Please do not take hot drinks out of the hall into the classrooms. 

●​ No vaping or smoking anywhere on site please. 

●​ If you need the toilet you must use the visitor w.c. in the main reception area only. 

●​ Please do not bring food or snacks for your child to eat in school. 

●​ Please do not approach another child or parent directly if you have a concern, please 
tell a member of staff and they will talk to them. You can see our safeguarding 
procedures here and visitors guide here. 

●​ In the event of the fire alarm, please evacuate towards the field by the new school. 
Staff will also direct you. 

●​ If you need to collect an infant sibling, please go via the big blue gate by the Junior 
Office. Please do not access the Infant School via the field. Infant children can only 
be collected at the end of the day at the usual time. 

●​ I am afraid no buggies or prams are allowed in school - they will have to be parked 
outside the reception area.

Children walking home 
alone will also wait until 3.25 before being dismissed.
